APE Literature 

Rules for Writing 
1. ALWAYS write about literature in the present tense. 
2. If I require you type the essay, always use Times New Roman 12 and double-spacing.

3. If the essay is timed, you must write in blue or black pen. If your essay is composed with any other type of writing utensil, you will earn a zero.
4. Do not use extended quotes whose only purpose seems to take up space. Remember, an ellipse is your friend, not your enemy.
5. Unless specifically instructed, always write from the objective third person point-of-view. In other words, there should be no use for first or second person pronouns unless contained within a quotation.
6. Integrate the quotations into your writing. Floating quotations are unacceptable and will adversely impact your grade. 
7. Avoid “said” or “stated.” Use a more precise verb.
8. NEVER use any of these words in your writing: stuff, get (any form), thing(s), fun, a lot (lots). 

9. Use line or page numbers after the quotations for all take home assignments.
